Incompatibility with Adobe Reader under Windows 10, 11

Project & Play is a compilation of over 300 hymns for the words and music in PDF format.

It was originally designed to be used with the Adobe Reader application. In 2010 Adobe released version X (10.0)
which changed the way some media files were played (such as .mp3 music files) under Windows 10, 11.

The updated software meant that the hymn verses of Project & Play could still be projected but the music files would
not play. However, by using different PDF application such as Foxit Reader, Project & Play can still be used.
